            Students in Mr. Weber’s Physics class did 
a lab in which they learned about wave properties 
through a pendulum vibration example.  
            Students had to perform three trials for 
each of the nine variables: three mass variables, 
three length variables, and three amplitude vari-
ables. Amplitude is the height at which the weight 
is raised to before being released. Students tied a 
weight to the end of a string to form the pendu-
lum.  
            Students had to determine the period and 
the frequency of the wave that they had created. 
The frequency is how many cycles or full swings 
to and from the starting point per second, and the 
period is how much time one cycle takes.
