We work together on our fund-
raisers, we go to the musical to enjoy the student’s talents, and we enjoy their sports activities, as all of 
those things are who we are as a school. If possible, come and be 
present for one of our Masses. Pray with us, and pray for us. Attend 
the Parent Guild Meetings. We need you to be present as often as 
possible.
